Sycamore – fell due to significant lean towards neighbouring property.  No objections, however, visit from Tree Officer suggested, owing to possibility of another tree already being felled.  Planning Authority advised 14.2.22.

c. 21/35043/HOU – April Cottage, Brook Lane, Brocton. First floor bedroom extension, above existing garage. No objections made.  However, request for surface of bridleway to be maintained in current condition, once construction complete.  Any damage to surface to be restored in line with appropriate and approved materials, using Rights of Way Teams advice.  Planning Authority advised 21.2.22.

d. 20/33151/FUL – Casa De Lune, 32 Pool Lane, Brocton.  Amendment to original application that was submitted in November 2020 – proposed development is described as ‘garage with living accommodation above’.
