CLERKS REPORT
Clerk provided an updated on the following matters:
a. Queens Jubilee – resident has confirmed that he will be able to provide music in the park on 2 June 2022, a microphone will also be available for the Chairman to open the Beacon Lighting event.  Temporary Event Notices are required for the events in the park and on the village green.  Council approved their submission to SBC at a cost of £21.00 each.  Attendance by Radio Stoke for the Beacon Lighting was discussed and arrangements for parking, as offered by residents, was welcomed.

Clerk to keep Radio Stoke informed and Cllr Mrs Faunch will be the main contact for the Beacon lighting event.

b. Wildplay event – Grant claim form and Completion Report for submission to the AONB is progressing. Further information/evidence has been requested by the Audit team from AONB, which is being obtained and once all requested evidence has been received, Grant request will be made.

Grass cutting along A34 verge – a Purchase Order has been received from SCC for grass cutting money, which has been increased to reflect the additional money being paid for cutting grass on the A34 verge to the Parish boundary.  It was resolved to instruct TGM to commence cutting this area within their next scheduled cut.

d. End of Year Audit - meeting with internal Auditor took place on 2 May and the audit has been signed off for 2021/22.  Papers will be presented to the June meeting for formal approval by the Parish Council.

DEFRIBILLATOR

a. Cllr Bates advised that a door lock has been fitted and other anti-theft devices are still being explored.  There is an international shortage of defibrillators, but the Cabinet door has been received.  It may be possible for AEDdonate to loan the Parish Council a defibrillator, if the replacement is not available in the near future, Cllr Bates to keep the Council updated on this matter. Appropriate signage for display inside the phone kiosk has been discussed with AEDdonate, who will be able to provide this.  There is likely to be a cost associated with this, no actual details are known at present, however, the Parish Council confirmed their willingness to approve reasonable costs for the signs.
